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Gov. Kate Brown announced Tuesday that she would 
commute the sentences of all 17 individuals on Oregon’s 
death row to life in prison without the possibility of 
parole, the latest in her end-of-term string of clemency 
decisions.

“I have long believed that justice is not advanced by 
taking a life, and the state should not be in the business 
of executing people — even if a terrible crime placed them 
in prison,” Brown said in a statement sent out in a news 
release. “This is a value that many Oregonians share.”

The governor also directed the Department of Correc-
tions to dismantle the state’s death chamber.

Oregon has not executed anyone on death row for a 
quarter century and Brown continued the moratorium 
that former Gov. John Kitzhaber put in place in 2011. 
Gov.-elect Tina Kotek, who like Brown and Kitzhaber is 
a Democrat, is personally opposed to the death penalty 
based on her religious beliefs and said during the cam-
paign that she would continue the moratorium.

Voters have gone back and forth on the death penalty 
over the years, abolishing and reinstating it repeatedly. 
Voters’ most recent decision on the death penalty was in 
1984, when they inserted it into the state Constitution.

Oregon is one of 27 states that authorizes the death 
penalty, according to the National Conference of State 
Legislatures.
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White balloons shaped like doves float 
beneath the ceiling of Aubrey Williams’ 
classroom.

All are dead, most of them victims of 
shootings.

Alex Martinson stopped by each morn-
ing to say hello. Kentraveon Hill inter-
vened when a classmate spoke out of turn. 
On his good days, Dante McFallo bounded 
into school, fist-bumping friends.

They goofed off, traded jokes and jabs 
and told Williams — always Ms. Williams 
to them — about their troubles, their 
jobs, their girlfriends and their dreams. 

One of their classmates hobbled into 

Williams’ room earlier this year, nursing 
a recent gunshot wound. He already faced 
serious charges after leading Portland 
police on a chase. Police reports noted they 
found untraceable guns in his car.  

Now, at age 20 and a father, he faced the 
prospect of prison.

“I am going to start preparing a dove 
balloon with your name on it,” Williams 
told him.

Think about your baby and your future, 
she said. The blunt talk made him uncom-
fortable. He loved and protected his son 
but left his own fate to the street.

 “If that’s how it is,” he said, “that’s how 
it is.”

Williams would reprise variations of 
that conversation throughout the year. 
Some students take her quiet counsel to 
heart. Others, like the young man before 
her, remain beyond her reach.

During the school day at least, students 
are safe. Williams and her colleagues feed 
them, let them rest when they need it and 
nudge them toward graduation, a dream 
some never thought possible.  

Teachers here face a mission distinct 
from their counterparts at other Oregon 
high schools: Keep yet another young per-
son from a violent end.
