Hoffman Construction, the largest construction com-
pany in the region and long a mainstay of the downtown 
business community, has decided to leave its headquar-
ters office in the Fox Tower in the heart of Portland’s 
embattled central business district.

“Today, we shared with our employees that we will 
also be moving our main office when our lease expires 
at Fox Tower in 2025,” Dan Drinkward, Hoffman’s vice 
president, said Friday.

Drinkward declined to say why the company is mov-
ing or where they’re headed. He did say that Hoffman 
had outgrown its space at Fox Tower, where it occupies 
one entire floor and parts of two others.

City officials tried to convince Hoffman to change its 
mind, to no avail.

“Our team met with Hoffman leadership earlier this 
year to discuss their concerns and reaffirm the Mayor’s 
commitment to supporting their successful operation in 
the city,” said Andrew Fitzpatrick, Mayor Ted Wheeler’s 
director of economic development.

He said worker safety, the condition of downtown and 
the cost of doing business in Multnomah County were 
among the company’s issues. He added that the city is

HEAT WAVE

Portland ties record; 
1 death reported

A person found dead Monday in Southeast Port-
land likely succumbed to record temperatures — the 
first suspected local death related to Oregon’s latest 
record-breaking heat wave, health officials said.

The Multnomah County medical examiner said the 
person was found when the neighborhood tempera-
ture had reached 106 degrees. Further testing will be 
required to confirm heat as the cause of death. Sarah 
Dean, a spokesperson for the county health department, 
declined to provide further information on the person 
who died and the circumstances, citing the pending 
investigation.

The death is a grim reminder of the June 2021 heat 
dome that killed some 100 Oregonians, including dozens 
in Multnomah County.

City and county officials declared a heat emergency 
Sunday and opened shelters in Old Town and Gresham 
and reopened them Monday and Tuesday. They will 
likely reopen Wednesday, with forecast highs of near or 
over 100.

Monday’s recorded temperature at Portland Interna-
tional Airport — 108 degrees — was the hottest on record 
for August since records have been kept at the airport. 
The previous record was 107 degrees in 1981.

When Portland hit 100 degrees at the airport Tues-
day afternoon, it became the 15th nonconsecutive day at
